Exciting news!    Chinook Villa is full.  All apartments are leased!   There is one duplex unit left until the 

new ones are built.   That means a waiting list.   If you see yourself living in Charis Village one day, now is the time to let 

us know.  The earlier you put your name on the list, the better your chances of being here when you want to be.  The date 

that you sign up makes all the difference.  You can sign up now and be on the “inactive” list.  Then, when you are ready, 

you let the office know that you would like to move to the “active” list, and your name jumps up in the list to match the date 

you first signed up.   The first to sign up are the first to get called when there are apartments or duplexes of your choice available.     

If you are on the active list - we will call you and give you 4 chances to decline before you move to the bottom of the list.  Make sure 

your contact information is correct because if we call and do not hear from you within 3 business days, we will count it as a decline 

and move on to the next person.   The list will grow quickly so don’t delay.   There is no charge for being on the list. Why not sign up 

today?   

If you think it is too soon now, put your name on our list and when the time is right, you will have a much better chance of getting a 

place to live within a reasonable time frame.    You can sign up for a duplex unit or an apartment.  You can choose whether you want 

a unit in Chinook Villa or in our next building - Parkland Vista.   The units in Parkland Vista will be a  bit smaller so if that is something 

that suits you, get on the list -  it is just getting started.   Stay tuned for more information regarding Parkland Vista as plans are final-

ized and time frames become easier to predict.
